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Looking for a Way to Get Involved
in Your Community?
Be a Block Captain

The OHCA Property Committee is proposing
forming a sub-committee of Block Captains.
Ideally there would be at least one volunteer
from each street to operate as a '‘Block Captain'
for the area adjacent to his or her home.

What is the Purpose? -

The Block Captains will help facilitate
communication in the community. They will be
the point persons on their streets, responsible for
10-15 homes near their own homes. They will
communicate to those neighbors who do not
attend the general meetings information about
activities, updates, and issues happening in
Oyster Harbor. They will also be a contact to
spread the word in case of emergency situations,
or aid those in need of assistance.

Duties of Block Captains

« Attend all Association & Board Meetings

« Communicate important issues to their
assigned neighbors

« Be the "voice" of their blocks and relay any
issues/concerns back to the President/Board

« Inform neighbors of upcoming meetings and
encourage participation

o Gather email addresses for OHCA emails

« Be aware of those neighbors who do not use
email and deliver any important news
directly to them

« Be aware of neighbors who may need
assistance, i.e., elderly, disabled or ill, and be
ready to assist them

« Relay issues that may need attention to the
appropriate people, i.e., street lamps that
burn out, abandoned vehicles, and suspicious
activities

« Welcome new neighbors and provide them
with a copy of the "Welcome Packet"

o The Welcome Packet contains relevant
Oyster Harbor information such as Rules
& Regulations, Constitution, how to
obtain beach and pier keys, who to
contact, website, etc.

o A designated leader of the Block Captain
Group would be related to the Community
Property Committee. He or she would attend
the Community Property Committee
Meetings and report back to the Block
Captain Group.

Oysters - continued

Through a program initiated by the Governor,
and the quick thinking of Norm, the community
obtained 300,000 oyster spat (baby oysters), that
were originally destined for another location on
the Eastern Shore, ) from the University of
Maryland Center for Environmental Science’s
Horn Point Laboratory in Cambridge last
weekend. The spat-on-shell — that is, they have
already attached themselves to old oyster shells —
are currently in 100 bags, suspended from

several docks in Oyster
Creek. This is a temporary
situation because the bags
will not last long in the
water and the spat must have
room to grow into mature
oysters.

So, as the first event of the Oyster Harbor
Environmental Committee, an oyster cage
building day will be held in the next few weeks.
The date and time will be posted on the
community website and on a sign at the
community entrance.

This will be a fun activity for families who will
not only learn how to build the cages, but will
learn about the life cycle of the oyster and the
importance of these little critters in cleaning up
our Creek, and, by extension, our Bay. The cages
we will build will float so that the oysters will be
suspended just a foot or so from the surface
where they can benefit from sunlight and the
type of algae they need to eat to survive.

We will post more information about this project
and about oysters in general on the community
website. But did you know:

e A house on the northwest corner of
Oyster Creek used to be an oyster house
years ago.

e One large oyster can filter up to 50
gallons of water per day during the warm
months.

e Qysters grow three inches a year.

This is, indeed, an exciting project for Oyster
Harbor. After all, with a name like ours, how
could we not be an oyster haven?

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A few words from the President

Swales—Please help us maintain the rocks in the
swales around the community. They can’t catch
and hold storm water if they are choked with
autumn leaves. And please, don’t park on the
rocks. This compacts the rocks and prevents
water from settling in the swales. The purpose of
the swales is to catch storm water runoff to avoid
flooding and to allow the water to infiltrate the
land, thus filtering its pollutants before they
drain into our Creeks.

Chimneys—Late fall and winter is a good time
to have your chimney inspected and cleaned to
reduce the risk of fire. See the website of the
Chimney Safety Institute of America for tips:

Dryer Vents—This also is a good time to clean
out your dryer vent, for the same reason, to
prevent fire.
